Prior to the lesson, set up a 

learning space. This should be 

quiet and with a neutral wall 

behind your child if possible. You 

may also be asked to ‘blur’ your 

background 

Make sure your child is dressed 

appropriately for the lesson 

Make sure others in the 

household know that your child 

is doing a lesson so they are 

not interrupted  

Ensure your child shows respect for 

the others taking part in the lesson 

at all times.

If you are worried or unsure at any time contact your school 

 

At the start of the session 

teachers will inform your child 

of what do if they have a 

question or want to share any 

information 

Encourage your child to make 

the most of their time with the 

teacher and encourage your 

child to complete any tasks set 

to the best of their ability  

Children will only be asked to use 

their school email address and their 

real name rather than usernames.  

Have the computer on mute when 

entering the lesson and await 

instructions 
Ensure you are clear when the 

lessons are happening and be in 

the room where possible  

Teachers will only use their school 

email addresses, never personal 

email addresses or phone numbers
